Seoul shares up over 10 pc after
record sell-off in previous session

Seoul, March 5 (IANS)
South Korean stocks trad-
ed sharply higher late on
Thursday morning on bar-
gain hunting following the
steepest decline in histo-
ry the previous session.

After opening 3.09 per
cent higher, the bench-
mark Korea Composite
Stock Price Index (KOS-
PI) had extended its
gains, shooting up 10.25
per cent, or 521.9 points,
to 5,615.44 as of 11:20
am, reports Yonhap news
agency.

The Korea Exchange
(KRX), the country's main
bourse operator, activat-
ed a five-minute buy-side
sidecar at 9:06 a.m., halt-
ing program-driven buy
orders in KOSPI futures
for five minutes.

On Wednesday, the
KOSPI plunged 12.06 per
cent to close at 5,094.54,

marking the sharpest dai-
ly decline in history, as in-
vestor sentiment was
dampened by fears that
the Iran crisis could heavi-
ly weigh on the export-
driven South Korean
economy.

Most shares traded in
positive territory across
the board.

Market bellwether
Samsung Electronics
soared 11.96 percent, and
its chipmaking rival SK
hynix surged 12.49 per-
cent.

Major shipbuilders HD
Hyundai Heavy Industries
and Hanwha Ocean
jumped 8.22 percent and
11.34 percent, respective-
ly.

Naver, a leading inter-
net portal operator,
mounted 6.25 percent,
and Samyang Foods,
best known for its smash
hit instant ramyeon Bul-
dak series, rose 3.37 per-
cent.

The Korean won was
trading at 1,463.35 won

against the U.S. dollar as
of 11:20 a.m., up 13.15
won from the previous
session.

On Wednesday, Seoul
shares plunged more
than 12 per cent on
Wednesday, closing be-
low the 5,100-point mark,
as mounting concerns
over the economic fallout
from the escalating Mid-
dle East conflict rattled
investor sentiment. The
Korean won also fell
sharply against the US
dollar.

The benchmark Korea
Composite Stock Price In-
dex (KOSPI) tumbled
698.37 points, or 12.06
per cent, to close at
5,093.54, extending loss-
es from a 7.24 per cent
drop in the previous ses-
sion, reports Yonhap
news agency.

The 12.06 per cent fall
marked the steepest one-
day decline since Sept.
12, 2001, in the aftermath
of the Sept. 11 terrorist at-
tacks in the United
States.—IANS

S. Korean tourists in Middle East
returning home amid regional tensions

Seoul, March 5
(IANS) South Korean
tourists in the Middle East
are gradually returning
home in the wake of es-
calating tensions in the
region, travel industry
sources said on Thurs-
day.

According to industry
officials, more than 400
tourists from major travel
agencies had been stay-
ing in Dubai as of
Wednesday, including
about 150 customers of
Hana Tour, some 190
customers of Mode Tour
and around 70 from Yel-
low Balloon Tour, reports
Yonhap news agency.

Hana Tour said 40
customers left Dubai ear-
lier in the day and are
scheduled to arrive in
South Korea later Thurs-
day. Mode Tour has also
arranged an alternative
flight for 39 customers,
who are expected to ar-
rive at Incheon Interna-
tional Airport also later in
the day.Following the ar-
rivals, around 330 South
Korean tourists are still
expected to remain in
Dubai. Tourists in other
Middle Eastern countries

are apparently returning
home without major is-
sues, according to the
companies.

A Hana Tour official
said its group tourists cur-
rently in Cairo are return-
ing home without disrup-
tion, while a Yellow Bal-
loon Tour official said the
company is arranging al-
ternative flights for its
customers in Cairo and
Amman, Jordan, for later
this week.Meanwhile, the
chief policymaker of the
ruling Democratic Party
(DP) on Thursday
warned that South Ko-
rea's exports to the Mid-
dle East could be tanked
due to a widening US-Is-
raeli strike on Iran, say-
ing that measures are
being prepared to cope
with a longer-than-ex-
pected geopolitical crisis
in the region. Rep. Han
Jeoung-ae, chair of the

National Assembly's pol-
icy committee, made the
remarks at a meeting with
DP lawmakers from rele-
vant parliamentary com-
mittees, noting that the
escalating conflict could
affect South Korean ex-
ports to major Middle
Eastern countries, which
reached about 200 trillion
won (US$136.7 billion)
last year. "We cannot ig-
nore the possibility that
projects in the Middle
East worth about 100 tril-
lion won, which our com-
panies have developed
as future growth engines,
including smart cities,
nuclear power plants and
artificial intelligence data
centers, could be de-
layed or even scrapped,"
she said. amid mounting
geopoli t ical concerns
triggered by U.S.-Israel
attacks on Iran last
week.—IANS

Morgan Stanley lays off 2,500
employees across divisions: Report

New Delhi, March 5 (IANS) US-based invest-
ment banker Morgan Stanley has reportedly laid
off about 2,500 employees, or roughly 3 per cent
of its global workforce, starting in early March, re-
ports have said.

The job cuts are not linked to artificial intelli-
gence-related reforms but stem from shifting busi-
ness priorities, a revised global location strategy
and performance reviews of employees, accord-
ing to a Wall Street Journal report, citing sources.

The reported layoffs span across the bank’s
three major divisions such as institutional securi-
ties, wealth management and investment manage-
ment affecting front-office roles, revenue-generat-
ing roles and back-office positions, though finan-
cial advisors are not impacted.

Morgan Stanley was yet to comment on the
report.The move follows a similar round of job cuts
last spring when the bank laid off 2,000
employees.The layoffs coincide with Morgan Stan-
ley posting a record full-year 2025 revenues of
$70.6 billion, and a 47 per cent surge in revenues
for the final quarter. The bank employs 82,992 peo-
ple across over 40 countries as of December 31,
2025.Morgan Stanley, in a recent report, had sug-
gested that long-term impact of AI on jobs may be
less severe than many expect.

Transformative potential of AI in
healthcare built on trust, ethics

New Delhi, March 5 (IANS) The transformative
potential of AI in healthcare can only be realised if
it is built on a foundation of trust, ethics, and inclu-
sion, according to an official statement on Thurs-
day. Closing the diagnostic gap, eliminating algo-
rithmic bias, and ensuring equitable access require
deliberate policy choices, diverse and high-quality
data, and a healthcare workforce equipped to work
alongside AI, the statement added.

The vision of ‘AI for All’ demands nothing less
than an AI ecosystem that works for every patient,
in every region, regardless of income, language,
or geography.The Ministry of Health and Family
Welfare released the Strategy for AI in Healthcare
for India (SAHI) during the recently-held ‘India AI
Impact Summit’ in New Delhi. SAHI sets out a na-
tional framework to guide the responsible integra-
tion of AI into India’s health ystem. It recognises AI
as a strategic enabler of health system strength-
ening, while affirming that its adoption must be
anchored in public interest, trust, and long-term
system resilience.

The various discussions held during the Sum-
mit also highlighted the importance of diversity in
data, and accountable and trustworthy AI systems,
along with the importance of using AI for public
good.Launched as a national framework, SAHI out-
lines a structured roadmap for integrating AI into
healthcare delivery across India. It seeks to guide
policymakers, healthcare providers, and technolo-
gy developers on the responsible adoption of AI,
ensuring innovation is aligned with clinical needs,
regulatory standards, equity considerations, and
public trust, according to the statement.

Precious metals surge over
inflation concerns amid
escalating Middle East tensions

New Delhi, March 5 (IANS) Gold and silver pric-
es surged significantly on Thursday amid escalat-
ing conflict in the Middle East, pushing investors
toward safe-haven assets.

MCX gold April futures gained 0.31 per cent to
Rs 1,62,018 per 10 grams on an intra-day basis.
Meanwhile MCX silver May futures gained 1.50 per
cent to Rs 2,69,551 per kg.Earlier in the day silver
prices on MCX had jumped 3.3 per cent while gold
advanced over 1 per cent but later dipped over
mild profit booking.Spot silver jumped 1.2 per cent
to $84.43 per ounce, while spot gold climbed 0.8
per cent to $5,176.69 per ounce.Conflict between
the United States, Israel and Iran entering the sixth
day and disrupted global energy supply routes
heightened inflation concerns. Further, weakness
in the US dollar acted as headwinds to bullion.The
dollar index surged 0.22 per cent to 98.99, making
greenback-backed bullion cheaper for buyers in
overseas currencies. The dollar recorded its steep-
est fall in three as rising oil prices and gains in glo-
bal equities reduced demand for the safe-haven
currency.

Middle East tensions could pose
only minimal risk to rupee,
growth: Report

New Delhi, March 5 (IANS) Escalating conflict
in the Middle East could only cause minimal rupee
depreciation and disruption in growth while defence
stocks and precious metals could rally, a report said
on Thursday.  The report from asset management
firm Shrram Wealth said a 10 per cent rise from
RBI's baseline assumption of crude oil price could
lift inflation by 30 bps but weaken the rupee and
growth minimally.The same could cut growth by 15
bps, while a 5 per cent rupee depreciation could
raise inflation by 35 bps but add 25 bps to GDP
growth, it added. The firm forecasted that depreci-
ation in INR is lkely to be capped on account of
RBI FX intervention.“Additionally, reversal of on-
going tensions should help the local currency sta-
bilize. Based on these assumptions, we noted lim-
ited upside risks of oil prices to domestic inflation
and growth outlook,” the report said.The RBI’s
baseline assumption for crude oil in H2FY26 was
$70 per barrel with INR at 88 per dollar, and the
Indian crude basket has averaged $65 and spot
INR at 89.5 in the second half of FY26, the report
said.

India signals shift to AI-driven
warfare after India AI Impact
Summit 2026

New Delhi, March 5 (IANS) The dust has bare-
ly settled after the India AI Impact Summit 2026,
but the message from the gathering is already
echoing far beyond India’s borders, a report has
said.  While the summit officially focused on build-
ing ethical, human-centric artificial intelligence, it
also revealed a deeper strategic shift: India is pre-
paring its armed forces for the era of AI-driven war-
fare, according to India Narrative report.

For decades, military strength was measured
by the size of armies, the weight of tanks, and the
range of missiles. That equation is now changing.
In modern conflicts, speed of information and de-
cision-making is becoming just as important as fire-
power. Defence strategists increasingly talk about
the OODA Loop -- short for Observe, Orient, De-
cide and Act -- which determines how quickly a
military can assess a situation and respond.

At the summit, the Strategic Forces Command
quietly unveiled a new locally developed AI tool
that could significantly change the way India mon-
itors its borders.
